                            General Membership Meeting

                                     January 10, 2017

General Membership Meeting – The meeting was called to order by President Otis Smith at 6 pm. There were 10 Board/Directors present and one member at large. The minutes of the December meeting were read by all in attendance – October needs to be December minutes. Director Mike Cannella made a motion to accept the December minutes with 
Ranger Safety Officer Greek Stroh seconding the motion.  No discussion – minutes passed by all.
Old Business-President Otis Smith stated that the new public hours signs are done and will be put up. He also stated that the CSC got a Commissioners tag and that he had a bid of $10,500 buy now by a man from Utah. There was a lot of discussion and the Board/Directors agreed that $11,000 would buy the tag. Director Mike Cannella made a motion to go forward with price – Secretary Katie Brass seconded the motion.  There was no more discussion – all voted for – except Range Safety Officer Greek Stroh.  He felt the $10,500 was good enough. There would be a 3 day cashier check time frame.  Treasurer Mike Schnell is going to contact Rocky Mountain Sports as they also expressed an interest in the tag. Vice President Jerry Stroh said that the distribution water well was warm and there were no problems.
New Business-President Otis Smith said that the Club has applied thru the bank for a $300 credit card to be used for interest purchases only. Carbonite, Weebly and Excel. There were no objections. He also had the Treasurer Mike Schnell fill out an application for credit at Ace Hardware – Venue managers that use the credit must put venue name on bill. Treasurer Mike Schnell got approval from all present for the previous months payments of bills. Venue managers reported their earning verbally. President Otis Smith thanked Youth Director Tiger McNeil for the plowing of the Complex. Member at Large Malin Foster presented a talk on the winter league for Indoor Rim Fire – off hand- 50 rounds with a 22 rifle. Cost is $5 non-member- $3 member. He is putting $150 into the venue out of his own pocket. He would also like  to see a window at the Rifle range for the indoor shooting so shooters can see one another – Malin offered to help pay for it. He stated that the Gallery door to the indoor range was open. 
Venue Manager Reports – Treasurer Mike Schnell talked about the CD. He stated that the Club is not making any money at all where the CD currently is. He will present a proposal for moving part of the CD money into another account – leaving some money there for quick use if needed.

He also talked about the Youth Pheasant Shoot on February 11.  There will be 15 rounds of Trap shot by all youth – starting at 8 am.  Age 17 is tops. Trap venue Manager Otis Smith stated that Trap turned in $49 for the month of December.  There were only 2 weekends of shooting due to weather and Christmas – Sporting Clays Venue Manager Mike Schnell had only one day of shooting in December as his traps are covered in snow and the drifts to the north and south courses are impassable.
For the Good of the Order- Secretary Katie Brass stated that the web site is current and all is good. Vice President Jerry Stroh said that the Sheriff called President Otis Smith regarding a man that had hit the gate on the inside and could not get out. President Otis Smith called V. P. Jerry Stroh – went out to the Club.  The man had Eagle Recovery there – V.P. Jerry Stroh had to hook onto the gate with a chain and pull to the gate so it would open fully and close. C&C Welding will be called to fix the gate. Secretary Katie Brass will get the mans name from Eagle Recovery. 

Treasurer Mike Schnell made a motion to adjourn with Youth Director Tiger McNeil seconding the motion.  Adjourned at 6:45 pm.
